ASBESTOS POLICY
OBJECTIVE
The objective of this policy is to ensure compliance with state and federal regulations and to minimize the potential exposure of volunteers, contractors and the public to asbestos. Persons who disregard the contents of this asbestos policy and its supporting guidelines and regulations assume personal responsibility for exposure of persons to a proven health hazard and violations of state and federal requirements. 

BACKGROUND 
Asbestos is a clearly recognized health hazard. There are a number of state and federal requirements, which regulate activities involving asbestos containing materials (ACM). ACM refers to products containing greater than 1% asbestos. These products may include, but are not limited to pipe and boiler insulation, floor tile, linoleum, gaskets, commercial adhesives, etc. 
TRAINING 
All Building Committee and clean up volunteers shall receive asbestos awareness training.  No Volunteer may intentionally disturb asbestos material for the purpose of sampling, removal, encapsulation or abatement of asbestos material, or for the purpose of removing or disturbing materials joined with or adjacent to asbestos material. 

SURVEYS, IDENTIFICATION, SAMPLING 
Sampling and analysis of asbestos material, prior to renovation projects, and as requested, will be handled by a certified asbestos contractor who will sample building materials to determine if asbestos is present.  All sampling results and information regarding the status of building materials will be maintained by the CTRC Board or their designee(s). Asbestos containing material which is identified as part of any renovation, demolition or construction project must be addressed, abated, removed or encapsulated by trained and certified personnel prior to or during the course of the project. A written plan, which specifically details the management techniques for the identified asbestos, should be developed and included as part of the project description. 

ENCOUNTERING ACM 
Building maintenance personnel, contractors and individuals performing work on site are responsible for ceasing operations once asbestos containing materials or suspect materials are encountered. The project will then be evaluated by abatement personnel to determine the appropriate response. 

RENOVATION PROJECTS 
Any renovation having asbestos involved will require estimates with the total projected costs to include the costs associated with removing asbestos. The funding for the renovation will need to include sufficient funds to remove the asbestos. Currently, there is no established budget to abate asbestos.  All renovations, additions and maintenance on the CTRC facilities must have prior approval from the CTRC Board of Directors.  Written authorization must be provided to the Building Committee before the commencement of any project or repair.  This documentation together with a final evaluation and or report will be archived by the CTRC Board. 

PURCHASING 
The CTRC will not purchase products, which contain asbestos.
